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EU Quality framework for Long-term care services now available online!
The European Quality framework for long-term care services is the final output of the WeDO project. Available in 10 languages, it contains an analysis, the vision and common values of the WeDO partnership ; quality principles and areas of action for the quality of services for older people in need of care and assistance; recommendations for implementation for different target groups and at different levels, with examples of quality development, control and labelling tools; a methodology that explains how to implement the principles and areas of action by developing a participatory approach in a quality improvement process, and a list of around 30 good practices from 12 different countries and EU-wide.

It covers data and information on demography, social situation of older people, health, informal care, migrant care workers, public long-term care policies and expenditure for the countries of the UNECE. This Report will become available as free download in November 2012.
'Blue week' in France organised around 10000 events on ageing!
The 'Blue week' is the national week for pensioners and older people organised for civil society. This event aims at raising awareness on the positive contribution of older people to society and economy, on their concerns and the challenges they face. It also aims at promoting the high number of existing initiatives and projects in that area.

This year, the main topic was "Ageing and acting together in the community", and was linked to the European Year 2012 on active ageing and solidarity between generations.

BAGSO: winners of the national competition 2012 "Aged IN FORM - promote healthy lifestyles"
On 23th october 2012 the winners of the national competition 2012 "Aged IN FORM - promote healthy lifestyles" of the Federal Association of Senior Citizens' Organisations (BAGSO) were honored in Bonn. A "Special Award oral and dental health at age 2012" was given to the nursing center Rupprechtstegen in Bavaria. There 15 nursing, care and domestic workers in seven workshops were qualified to "tooth fairies". The mission is to prevent and treat oral diseases in time, early detection of treatment needs and implement appropriate preventive measures.
